Rules for claiming fundraising campaign expenses

Passed by the ninth administration meeting on May 22, 2000

Article 1 Rules for claiming fundraising campaign expenses is expected
to encourage the staffs to reach the goals and effect the fundraising
events.

Article 2 Except for those been noted by donors, money raised can be
distributed to the units which staffs participating in campaigns belong
to.

Article 3 Conditions of claiming fundraising campaign expenses:

1. Units or staffs of the fundraising campaign receive their allotment
of five percent of total fundraising amount (the gift donation is
excluded).

2. The value of gift donation and the expense of fundraising are
estimated by chair members, and the donor decides the object of
gift donation to go to.

Article 4 The Foundation covers the expense of fundraising campaign
including travel fees, public relation events, equipment purchase,
maintaining fees, and so on.

Article 5 The Foundation appoints a specialist to manage fundraising
campaign expenses

Article 6 Those rules passed and revised at the administration meeting
have been enforced.
